14. Approval of Quotes: 
Quotes received for repair of the safety surface lifting at the edges of two equipment areas in KGV: around the springers and around the toddlers’ multi-play unit:
a) Wicksteed - for the sum of £1,020 + VAT.

b) Playsafe Playgrounds – for the sum of £958 + VAT.  This quote also included a couple more minor repairs.
The Clerk reported that there was a further site visit booked with ‘Bourne Amenity Ltd’.

It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr. Kanabus, seconded Cllr Green) to approve the quote of £958 + VAT from Playsafe Playgrounds, unless the quote from Bourne Amenity was significantly lower.  It was important to get this work authorised in good time before the summer holidays.
