3. Minutes:

It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr. Berry, seconded Cllr Russ) that the Minutes of the Finance meeting held on 9th September 2009 be approved as a true record. 
4. Matters Arising: 
a) It had previously been agreed to put the four finger posts in the parish onto the Parish Council insurance when they came under the jurisdiction of the Parish Council.  Although WSCC had not yet formally passed responsibility onto the parish, in the light of the recent vandalism to the finger post at the junction of Littleworth lane and Stonehouse Lane, members agreed that it would be prudent to add the finger posts to the PC insurance now anyway, especially as the extra premium would only be about £25 per annum. b) Members agreed that it would be useful to ask ‘Neat and Stripy’ to review with the Clerk any tidying up of vegetation works needed at St. Michael’s parish burial ground.  The Clerk to action.

b) WSCC: Street-lights maintenance - explanation of invoice dates when changeover to PFI contract.  PFI contract expected to commence in February 2010.

Flynn Services (as recommended by the Open Spaces Committee).  The Clerk to advise all parties.
