1. Apologies

2. Declarations of Interest: Cllr Staples declared an interest in item m) of Correspondence regarding wheel clamping.
3. Chairman’s Announcements: (Items of information only from the Chairman or Clerk)

4. Minutes of the last meeting:

It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr. Neal, seconded Cllr. Watts) that the Minutes of the meeting held on 15th July 2009 be approved as a true record.
5. Matters Arising:
a) The Clerk mentioned that the Community Partnership initiative, as undertaken by councils such as Henfield and Billingshurst, gave access to new sources of funding for community projects.
b) The parish tree warden (Mr John Igglesden) had recently resigned from the role.  The Parish Council is grateful for the work he undertook while acting as tree warden.

6. Visit from Mr Tom Warder (Action in Rural Sussex) – deferred as Mr Warder was unable to attend.
7. Co-option of New Parish Councillor
It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr. Green, seconded Cllr. Childs) that Mrs Helen Bullingham be co-opted as a parish councillor and also become a member of the Open Spaces Committee.
8. Police Report

A report from PCSO Danny Macleod had been circulated to members.
9. District Council Report
Cllr Shepherd reported on some recent planning applications.  He also mentioned that the Laybrook Landfill site application had been withdrawn but was soon to be re-submitted.
Cllr Chowen reported that HDC is looking at car parking charges – arrangements need to be rationalised in order to save money.  He also mentioned that enforcement work is continuing re: Heritage Coaches in Star Road Trading Estate.
10. West Sussex County Council Report: 
Cllr Barnard reported that the Fundamental Service Review continues – the aim of this is to improve what WSCC does and to save money.
Some local residents had some concerns about the state of pavements in Partridge Green.  WSCC is prioritising works.  The sites that are a matter of how they look rather than a safety issue will likely be deferred until next year.

The Flooding Working Group had met recently.  The scheme of works for Littleworth Lane had been agreed and should be completed in time for this winter.  The Clerk to advise the Littleworth Residents’ Association about progress.  Cllr Chowen and HDC officers are working on an information leaflet about flooding.
