PC_038/11 Minutes of the last meeting:

It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr. Childs, seconded Cllr. Kanabus) that the Minutes of the meeting held on 16th February 2011 be approved as a true record.

PC_039/11 Matters Arising:

a) The application for planning permission for the new Scout’s Hut is to go before the April meeting of HDC Planning Committee.
b) There will be a meeting at the KGV Playing Field on 20th March attended by Cllr Barnard to follow up some issues to do with the pond and flooding.

PC_040/11 Co-option of Parish Councillors:

Mrs. O. Izzard and Messrs. J. De Little and D. Pearless made short verbal presentations on their merits as potential Parish Cllrs. It was RESOLVED by 9 votes to 1 that the council would vote by a show of hands on the applicants to be chosen for the 2 vacant places on the council. The applicants left the meeting room during the vote.

PC_041/11 Police Report: None

PC_042/11 District Council Report: 
a) The problems with the road surface in the top part of Bensons Lane, Dial Post were discussed. Following the recent meeting some residents are unwilling to pay a share of the cost of improvement, so any early progress seems unlikely.

b) The proposed closure of the existing facilities at Peacocks was discussed. Cllr. Chowen and the Chairman (and Father William) had attended a meeting with the residents and were due to meet the owners, Saxon Weald on 18 March.  The latter have pointed out that the existing bed-sit accommodation is becoming less popular and the building is out dated and not ideal for modernisation. The residents though were very happy with the accommodation. It is very convenient for the High Street, the shops, the surgeries and the buses; more convenient than supposedly better appointed accommodation in other villages. It is the only such accommodation in Cllr. Chowen’s ward of West Grinstead, Cowfold and Shermanbury. With a growing elderly population, it would be very sad to lose it.

c) The Chairman raised the recent proposals for a possible “Southwater Cluster” of PCs taking on joint local highway responsibilities. Progress will depend upon sufficient parishes indicating interest in joining. 

d) The recent meeting on the drainage problems near Old Barn Nurseries, Dial Post was discussed. The most urgent action is considered to be the removal of a grill to the culvert that frequently blocks with leaves and other debris. HDC and WSCC are giving consideration of the best action.

e) Cllr. Hill raised concern about the future of the PG Youth Club. The conflicting information emanating from WSCC was very frustrating and annoying. Urgent clarification of the situation is needed.  [Mr C. Burton (WSCC) has now confirmed that WSCC will continue to run the club until the summer.  Mr Burton will be attending the April PC meeting to discuss future options with the PC.]

a) Mr. English reported that Rob Jarvis is leaving the group because of work pressure. 

b) The PCSO advised that the SID was now available and agreed to provide training. Members of the working group offered their services and it was left to the PCSO to take the matter further and to agree suitable locations, times, etc. The Group would welcome other volunteers to help with manning and anyone interested should contact Mr. English.

c) Wheelie bin speed limit stickers have been selling well and a more formal arrangement was agreed for their purchase through the Parish Clerk. Stickers are available from Cllr. Bullingham.  

d) The revised parking arrangements proposed by the PC had been viewed with Cllr. Berry and the PCSO.  It was agreed to produce revised more detailed drawings and get some idea of the cost off implementation before consulting further with Oakwood residents.
