KGV_068/10 Apologies:

Cllrs: Mr G. Taylor, Mrs H. Bullingham.  Also Mr B. Ranson, Mrs A. Hughes.
KGV_069/10 Declarations of Interest & Notification of Changes to Interests:
Cllrs Hill, Green and Russ declared personal interests in relation to membership of the Sports & Social Club.

Cllr Hill declared a personal interest in relation to the Scouts.

KGV_070/10 Chairman’s Announcements:  
It was agreed there was a need to get the message out to local residents about the use of the salt/grit deliveries within the parish in times of snowy/icy conditions.  Emails have been circulated and posters put on notice boards and on the newsletter web site www.westgrinsteadnews.co.uk
KGV_071/10 Approval of Minutes
It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr Nash, seconded Cllr Childs) that the Minutes of the meeting held on 23rd November 2010 be approved as a true record.
KGV_072/10 Matters Arising:
a) Urgent Parish Council Matter: SALC membership.  In September 2010 SALC had forecast a subscription increase for WGPC of 8.8%.  The Clerk had circulated the response from SALC to the recent WGPC suggestion that subscriptions for 2011/2012 be kept at the same level as for the current year.  SALC’s response was felt to show no understanding of the financial economies that most bodies are making.  
It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr Neal, seconded Cllr Nash) that WGPC would give notice of its wish to withdraw from SALC at the end of the current financial year.  [3 month’s notice is required.]  Other parish councils to be notified of WGPC’s decision.  The Clerk to action.
b) WSCC has booked the job to do the clearance of the chamber and culvert next to the Shermanbury Road near the KGV pond.  Estimated completion: 6 – 8 weeks.

c) HDC do not now have anyone with specialist knowledge on skateramp options, design and best practice.  Ms A. Chapman (HDC) advised that WGPC speak with users and suppliers to glean more information.
d) The rates bill for the KGV pavilion for 2011/2012 will be £56.92, as HDC will no longer be granting the full 20% of discretionary rate relief for charities.
e) Cllr Neal requested that there be a permanent agenda item for KGV meetings re: a Business Plan for KGV.  A discussion followed concerning strategy, structure and management of the KGV playing fields.  Whilst there was not a consensus that a full business plan was required, there was agreement that a budget for KGV was needed.  [This has been accommodated in previous years by the amount allowed in the budget for KGV at the time of setting the Parish Council precept for the forthcoming year.]  The Clerk to provide budgetary figures for 2011/2012 for the next KGV meeting.
KGV_073/10 Correspondence: 
Correspondence re: WSCC notices for closure of Footpath 2808 (part) next to the KGV pond.  The Clerk is awaiting comment from Cllr Barnard (WSCC).
KGV_074/10 Proposal for a New Building for the Scouts

Two versions of new drawings had been issued by the Scouts for comment.  The first version incorporated alterations in response to WSCC Highways input.  The second version built on the first version and was the version to be submitted with the Scout’s planning application.  

There was some discussion abut whether it was necessary to fence off the KGV pond but this would be a matter for a health and safety inspection anyway.
It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr Childs, seconded Cllr Berry) that the KGV Trustee had no objections to the Scouts submitting a planning application for a new Scout Hut based on the drawings submitted on 14th December 2010.
KGV_075/10 Progressing the Friends of KGV Groups

Mrs Izzard had circulated (both to the PC and to the former KGV Working Group) some initial ideas for setting up a ‘Friends of KGV’ Group.  There was discussion about how to go about selecting the members of such a group.  It was felt that in order to get proper coverage of the user groups, about 9 to 11 members would be needed.
It was agreed that a letter from the PC in its role as KGV Trustee should be sent to all user groups, asking for one volunteer from each group, to first of all see how many people would come forward.  The letter would need to give the background as to why the ‘Friends of KGV’ group was being set up.  The Clerk to draft the letter and pass it to Cllr Green and Mrs Izzard for comment.
Mrs Izzard suggested that the ‘Friends of KGV’ group should not be an Action Group – rather it would be there to aid the KGV Trustee in what the Trustee had to do.  Ideas for how the group could help included: providing regular feedback from the KGV users to the PC, generating ideas for fund-raising and drafting a short, medium and long-term plan for KGV.  It was felt that meeting about every two months would be appropriate for the group.

KGV_076/10 Valuation from the District Valuer: KGV Pavilion & Tennis Courts Land

The valuation report had been received from the District Valuer for the KGV pavilion and the tennis courts land.  There was a lengthy discussion about how the recommendations from the District Valuer should be implemented.  Cllr Neal left the meeting.  The debate continued for a short time.  

Cllr Green commented that there was no need to make the situation so complicated.  The KGV Trustee needed to comply with the law and the charities acts plus abide by the District Valuer’s Report.  He felt that it should be possible to find a straightforward way to resolve the issues.
