Cllr Hill declared a personal interest in relation to the Scouts.

KGV_025/10 Chairman’s Announcements:
NB This item was actually taken after Matters Arising.
The Scouts had asked to attend the meeting to present their proposal for a new building for the Scouts in KGV playing fields.  Mr Carey and Mr Scadding-Hunt provided a written proposal plus a site plan and a plan drawing.  These showed the details of the proposal for a building in very much the same location as the old building, except for it being slightly further away from the boundary because of the roots of the large oak trees.
A general discussion followed – both while Mr Carey and Mr Scadding-Hunt were present and after they left the meeting.  Many points were raised – both in relation to the new building itself and the ramifications for positioning other facilities in the playing fields.
Mr Carey and Mr Scadding-Hunt asked whether the Parish Council could come to a decision in principle within one month.  Various members felt this was too tight a timescale.  Mr Scadding-Hunt said it would be helpful if the Parish Council could advise of how long they would need to come to a decision in principle.

Members debated the pros and cons of how to schedule the next steps of consulting with the public, consulting Fields in Trust etc.  Members agreed that first of all a site visit was essential – this was arranged for Sunday 3rd October at 10.00am.
It was agreed that the item would be discussed again at the KGV meeting on Tuesday 26th October.  All stakeholders to be invited to the meeting (Scouts, KGV Working Group, Sports Clubs).  The meeting to be advertised on the web site and notice boards.  The Clerk to action.

Cllr Green asked Mrs Hughes if the KG Working Group could re-convene to consider the Scouts’ proposal.

Cllr Russ agreed to raise the proposal at the next Sports & Social Club meeting in two weeks’ time.
