Cllrs. Hill & Russ declared a personal interest in relation to membership of the Sports & Social Club.

It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr Bullingham, seconded Cllr Berry) that the Minutes of the meeting held on 22nd February 2011 be approved as a true record.

a) It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr Bullingham, seconded Cllr Izzard) to approve Mr Andrew Gale to carry out the specified tree surgery works in the KGV playing fields at a cost of £810 + VAT.  The Clerk to action.
b) It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr Nash, seconded Cllr Kanabus) to ask Mr T. Bennett if he could carry out the replacement of the knee rail in the KGV main car park for the sum of £2400.  The Clerk to action.
KGV_031/11 Approval of KGV Payments for March 2011: none
KGV_032/11 Draft Budget for KGV Trust 2011/2012 (revised budget was circulated)
The following amendments were discussed:
a) In the future, the ‘Friends of KGV’ group to look at the possibility of fishing rights at the pond as a further source of income for the playing fields.

b) There was detailed discussion about appropriate fees for KGV sports groups in relation to use of the pitches, ground, pavilion etc.  It was agreed that information was needed on the going rates at other recreation grounds.  The Clerk to glean information from other local parishes, e.g., Rudgwick, Henfield, Cowfold, Upper Beeding, Shipley, Broadbridge Heath, Ashington, Southwater. 
c) The budget should include future replacement of equipment.  Even if only a small sum could be set aside initially, it was important to start a reserve fund for future capital expenditure.  There were no changes agreed to the budget on this item.

d) It was agreed to add in a sum of £1, 000 under the Income category of special events.  The Clerk to action.
KGV_033/11 Letting/Hiring/Leases with KGV User Groups:
It was agreed that getting figures from other football and cricket clubs would help to advance this item.  If the figures can be obtained by the April KGV meeting, then the KGV Trustee would then be in a position to agree a suitable strategy.
KGV_034/11 Update on the Drainage Issues in the area of the KGV Pond:

There had been a useful site meeting recently, at which some further information had come to light about the drainage layout in the area.  There appears to be another pipe immediately to the east of the KGV pond that lies in a north-south direction.  This pipe appears to run from the chamber just to the east of the KGV pond outlet pipe up to the WSCC culvert on the Shermanbury Road and may well then continue up to the ditch on the Dunstan’s Farm property owned by Mr Price.  This pipe is blocked in the middle.  It was agreed that the pipe needed unblocking and investigation.  
It was agreed to ask Ace Drainage to quote in two parts for:

a) blasting out the blockage 

b) test to see where that second pipe actually runs.  
The Clerk to action.
Cllrs Childs and Hill offered to meet with Ace Drainage on site to explain to Ace what was needed.
It was also reported that the three covers (two concrete and one cast-iron) allowing access to that pipe would need replacement with lighter drain covers in the future, as they were far too heavy to keep lifting off for maintenance purposes.

At the site meeting, Mr N. Smith (WSCC Highways) reported that Mr Price needs to dig his ditches out and he also needs to fit a one-way non-return valve on his treatment plant.

It was agreed that a detailed up to date map of the drainage in that area should be held in the Parish Office.  Also, a regular maintenance programme for the pond needs to be put in place.

Piece of information for future reference:  the outlet pipe from the KGV pond that drains across the WSCC field to the east is a 4-inch diameter pipe.

Cllr Russ reported that Mr Chris Garman would be the representative from the Tennis Club and Mr Mark Fisher may be able to join as the Cricket Club representative (to be confirmed).
Cllrs Bullingham and Izzard felt that getting people to join the ‘Friends’ group needed a personal approach.
