2. Declarations of Interest: none
3. Minutes of the last meeting:  
It was RESOLVED that the Minutes of the meeting held on 15th July 2009 (following the Council meeting) be approved as a true record.  (Proposed Cllr. Kanabus, seconded Cllr. Staples.) 
4. Matters arising:
a) The Clerk had checked with HDC whether the 14 days of the Steam Rally at West Sussex Showground was coming from the allocation for West Sussex Showground or from that of the Steam Rally organisers themselves.  HDC had replied that it is the land itself that has the restriction.  However, this still does not clarify whether each user has their own allocation of days.  The Clerk to seek further clarification.
5. Correspondence:  (Item f was taken first.)
a) Proposal from Mr J. Sullivan re: development in the field north of The Rise.  Cllr Green had had a recent communication from Mr J. Sullivan regarding a proposal for development, incorporating some community facilities, in the field north of The Rise, Partridge Green.  The main arguments against such a development are the same as they have been for some time, namely:
- The Parish Council fought hard to establish that Partridge Green should be classified as a Category 2 settlement, and as such, only small in-fill housing developments, according to local need, to be allowed.
- Road access from Littleworth Lane would pose severe safety issues, as the access road would be right on the bends in Littleworth Lane.
- There are already flooding problems in that area.  Building a significant number of houses plus some community facilities would greatly exacerbate the situation.
The Clerk to write to Mr Sullivan with the Planning Committee’s response.

b) Two emails re: Laybrook Landfill (circulated).  Members generally felt that that were no significant grounds on which they could reasonably object to the Laybrook Landfill project.  The Clerk to update Mr D. Edwards.
c) HDC: Invitation to the LDF Core Strategy Review seminar -two sessions arranged: 2nd & 3rd September 7.30-9.30pm.  The Clerk to book one place for Thursday 3rd September for someone from the Planning Committee to attend.
d) HALC minutes 09-07-09: excerpts re: Section 106 agreements.  The Clerk to write to HDC supporting the views expressed in the HALC minutes about the Section 106 agreements.
e) HDC: Adoption of the West of Bewbush Joint Area Action Plan DPD (to note only).

f) Copy of letter from Mr G. Martin to HDC concerning application DC/08/0593 - Eco Holiday Centre & Campsite at West Grinstead.
Mr Martin attended the meeting and gave a summary of the status of the application.  It would appear that the application is moving towards being approved.  If HDC did grant planning permission, the applicant could appeal against the conditions laid down by the Forestry Commission for a significant tree re-planting scheme.  The HDC decision is expected on 15th September 2009.  The Clerk to ask HDC for an update on the status of the planning application.
