It was RESOLVED (proposed Cllr. Green, seconded Cllr. Childs) that the Minutes of the meeting held on 3rd March 2010 be approved as a true record.
5. Large Haulage Lorries at Wyevale, Old Barn Nurseries
A local resident attended the meeting to discuss problems that had arisen from the expansion of the Wyevale business and its associated lorry movements.  The three main areas of concern were a) possible unauthorised development b) the massive increase in movements of large lorries (especially those over 7.5 tons) c) flooding problems.  Members decided that the best course of action would be to first of all assess the situation more thoroughly.  It was suggested that Cllr Chowen (DC) and Cllr Shepherd (DC) be asked to meet with the local residents affected and also Cllr Childs to attend the meeting.  The Clerk to action.

a) A local resident had written to the Parish Council concerning several matters to do with signage in Partridge Green.  This has been passed to the appropriate authorities.  The Clerk to update the resident concerned.
b) A potential buyer for 6, Littleworth Lane had sought the Parish Council’s opinion on installing a driveway because of the lack of suitable parking space.
c) The Clerk reported that she had not yet received a reply from Mr R. Brown (Head of Planning & Environmental Services at HDC) to her letter of 4th February 2010 concerning the promise of provision of a laptop and projector when HDC implements e-consultation for planning applications.
