West Sussex Children and Family Centres work with communities and organisations, to help give children and young people the best opportunities in life. 

The Centres are based across the county in schools, Libraries, youth centres and churches.  Rural Henfield Children and Family Centre covers a large geographical area including: Mannings Heath, Nuthurst, West Grinstead, Lower Beeding, Partridge Green, Dial Post and Small Dole. 
The Centre’s office is based in Cowfold Village Hall and we make use of different village halls and community buildings throughout the area, plus a mobile bus, to deliver services. 

At Cowfold Village Hall, we are able to provide Information, advice and guidance to parents/carers on a range of subjects, such as: local childcare, looking after babies and young children, local early years provision and education services for three and four year olds. 
We have also recently launched our Toy Library, providing a large selection of toys and resources to support children’s developing needs and interests.  Reasonably priced oral health products are also available from our ‘onsite’ community shop. 
From September, we will be running a ‘stay and play’ session for children up to four years, on  Wednesday mornings in the main hall and will also be providing a monthly drop-in session for childminders in the area. 
The mobile bus will visit many of the rural villages throughout the catchment area. A timetable is currently being developed and will be available shortly, contact the centre office for more details. In addition to providing Information, advice and guidance and the toy library, the mobile vehicle will also have a representative from Jobcentre plus, the NHS Oral Health team and a local stop smoking advisor on board.
